• Improved pedestrian signals & crosswalk ordinance

Room” (3-foot passing a bicyclist by a motor vehicle driver) 

• Sidewalk/Curb Cut vegetation (summer) snow removal (winter) promotion by Committee 

• Amplify public notice of Commission/City Council projects that impact non-motorized 
activities 

 
5. Non-Motorized City budget – Determine yearly, non-motorized project funding amount available. 

Committee involvement in CIP review and non-motorized project funding disbursement decisions.  
 

6. Neighborhood Connectors - Low-speed streets "optimized" for bicycle & walking traffic: Schedule
