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PROPERTY MANAGEMENT UPDATE: Z. Fosler reported that New Parkridge (“NPR”) is now 92% occupied. Z. 
Fosler stated that NPR anticipates 1-2 move-ins by the end of November. Z. Fosler reported that NPR passed the REAC 
inspections, with an increase of 1 point from the previous inspection. Z. Fosler stated that pandemic-related staffing 
shortages, halting of routine work orders, and increased time families spent at home negatively impacted unit conditions 
and that he would continue to strategize with property management on how to improve scores for the next REAC 
inspection.  

Z. Fosler stated that Strong Housing is now 96% occupied and that two move-ins are expected by the end of the month. Z. 
Fosler stated that Strong welcomed a new leasing agent and maintenance technician.  

Z. Fosler reported that Hamilton Crossing Phase I is now 92% occupied and anticipates one move-in by the end of the 
month. Z. Fosler stated that Hamilton Crossing Phase II is now 97% occupied and anticipates three move-ins by the end 
of the month. Z. Fosler stated that Hamilton Crossing Phases I and II welcomed a new leasing consultant.
